2) Hand out a different celebration site 
information sheet to each group. Ss work 

together to find key information and 
highlight/underline. Decide how to format 
poster. 

3) T hands out poster paper and markers. Ss 
make posters (T may want to have Ss 

choose „roles‟ to ensure that all group 
members are participating. E.g. reader – 
tells details from info sheet, writer - writes 

info on poster, supervisor – checks spelling 
and grammar). Ss can include maps of the 

sites, dates, times and any pictures or 
drawings they like. Additional useful images 
and information can be found on the 

websites below.  
4) Ss put up posters in classroom – T may 

choose to have Ss present their information 
to the class, or do a poster session  in which 
Ss in the team are assigned a letter (a, b, or 

c) and take turns presenting the 
information. All „a‟ Ss stand at their poster 

and present for 3 minutes while all „b‟ and 
„c‟ Ss look at another poster and listen to 
others present, then all „b‟ Ss present, then 

all „c‟ Ss present.  
 

OPTION: Ss can do a poster session for Ss in 
other classes as well.
