October Labour Market Snapshot– keep your finger on the latest labour market pulse. 

Highlights 

 Total employment in B.C. remained relatively unchanged (+1,500 jobs) 

 The unemployment rate decreased slightly to 7.4% 

 October’s participation rate decreased slightly to 66.0% 

 The Kootenay region registered the highest unemployment rate in B.C. at 9.4%
